TENNESSEE LEAGUE OF WOMEN VOTERS FALL CONFERENCE

Nashville League members Jo Singer, Margie Parsley, Judy Raines and Stewart Clifton participated in the Tennessee League of Women Voters’ fall conference November 1 and 2 in Monteagle, TN.  They heard thoughtful presentations and discussions on the impact of demographic trends on the efforts to improve health care, education and child welfare; energy and climate change; fiscal crisis in Tennessee; and the state legislative outlook for 2009.  Former Tennessee Supreme Court Chief Justice William Barker talked on the timely topic of the upcoming reauthorization of the Judicial Selection Commission and maintaining our Merit System of Selection of Appellate Judges which will likely be on the legislative agenda in the spring. 

ACTION NOW ON MOUNTAIN TOP REMOVAL

Maintaining water quality and curbing mountain top removal are top priorities of LWVTN.  Members are encouraged to contact outgoing federal EPA Administrator Stephen Johnson to reject the Office of Surface Mining's plan to relax the decades-old stream buffer zone rule, which would make it easier for mining companies to fill natural streams with coal mining waste and contaminate mountain waterways. The proposed rule changes would destroy the headwater streams that support important drinking, fishing and recreational uses; is at odds with the Clean Water Act and other laws; and endorses and encourages destructive coal mining practices that have plagued mining communities for decades. OPEN LETTER TO THE NEXT PRESIDENT
