JOIN THE POLL OBSERVING TEAM
In 2006, the Nashville League of Women Voters undertook a Voting Integrity Study, which resulted in numerous recommendations to the Davidson County Election Commission.  As a follow-up to that study, we are organizing a poll observing team for the November Presidential Election; observers are needed both during early voting and on election day.  The more who observe, the better the project will be!  Our purpose is to observe and report on implementation of local election procedures.  The task is flexible—each observer will determine which polls to observe and will schedule observations.  For early voting, we hope to find volunteers to “adopt” early voting sites, and to observe several times during the early-voting period.  On election day, volunteers can also schedule observations as they prefer. We hope that observations will include poll opening (6:30 a.m.) and closing (6:30 p.m.).  Volunteers are also needed for the organizing committee, which will meet a few times in the lead-up to the election.
The League will host a training session on Saturday, October 11, from 10:00 to 12:00 at the Green Hills Library.  The training is encouraged, but not mandatory.  If you are interested in helping with this project, please contact MarianOtt@comcast.net or 356-1752—preferably before October 3—so that we can provide observer credentials for you on October 11.
